e A new API for secondary display use cases allows developers to modify the user Agent and get a
notification callback on display changes and cradle dock/undock events using EB JavaScript APIs. Learn

Usage Notes

e Deploying EB configuration files on newly supported devices:
o New Android restrictions prohibit the TC58, TC73, TC78, ET40, ET45, TC15 (and other devices
using 6490 and 6375 platforms) from supporting the adb “push” command for deployment of files to
the device. This prevents deployment of EB configuration for developer use cases
o To manually deploy EB configuration files, copy files using a desktop file explorer to the following
location on the device:
/sdcard/Android/data/com.zebra.mdna.enterprisebrowser/
o To mass deploy a EB config.xml file to
/sdcard/Android/data/com.zebra.mdna.enterprisebrowser/
using “Deploy file” feature of File Manager, administrator must use the
TargetApplicationAndFileName parameter value as:
com.zebra.mdna.enterprisebrowser/config.xml
when a profile is created. Learn more.
o To mass deploy any other EB configuration files to
/sdcard/Android/data/com.zebra.mdna.enterprisebrowser/
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using “Deploy file” feature of File Manager, administrator must use the
TargetApplicationAndFileName parameter value as:
com.zebra.mdna.enterprisebrowser/<subdir if required>/<configuration file
name>

o Administrators can continue to mass-deploy EB configuration files
to: /enterprise/device/enterprisebrowser/
e To convert to the SAP bundle to the standard package, copy the Config.xml from /android_regular on the
device to the /enterprise/device/enterprisebrowser device folder.
e All EB 3.4 companion tools (i.e. EB installer msi) must be reinstalled. Download the latest installer from the
Zebra support portal for the latest tools.
e EB 3.4 works only with the latest set of EB JavaScript libraries.
e The default value for the MobileEditDisabledWidth config tag for SAP bundle has been changed to “auto”
(formerly “none”).
e Zebra recommends against the use of alert boxes to display any information in Enterprise Browser apps
used in production environments as it might halt execution of the app.
e To use Enterprise Keyboard custom or SAP layouts, the encrypted layout file(s) must be deployed to the
device folder: /enterprise/device/settings/ekb/config.
o Debug buttons and Address Bar are not designed for use in production environments and can resultin
undesirable behavior.

Known Issues

[IDisabling Auto Rotate configuration is not supported for tablets in this release. As a workaround user can use
‘lockorientation’ configuration of Enterprise Browser.
