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Introduction
Key items:
Inherent safety features have been built into all freely published armband formats.

- The armbands have a built in feature to shrink or enlarge the Patient Name font to the
largest possible size given the length of the name. The average age of a nurse in the US
is in the upper 40's. This feature provides for safer care through easier visual
identification of the patients name, while accommodating very large 30 Character Full
Names.

- 2D Barcode Support with Code 128 on the same armband for Legacy product support.

- Integrated check digit capability to ensure the nurse is scanning an armband, and not
another barcode (ie Label) in the patient care environment. This reduces workarounds
and any scanning away from the bedside.

- Improved audit capability by capturing the name of "who printed" on the armband
itself, so that if one is found unattached to a patient, investigation is much easier. This
also reduces workarounds and any scanning away from the bedside.
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HC100 Printer Initial Setup

The HC 100 Network Capable Printer is equipped with DHCP and can download an IP
Address from your network if that functionality is enabled.

Plug the HC100 into your network and power it on, within 2 minutes the device should
have download a valid IP Address.

To determine the printers address Print a Test Label. Hold
down the Pause / Feed Button on the printer until it blinks
orange once and then release.

A armband will print with the units IP Address shown, Pause Feed Button

Setting up the TCP/IP Address for MEDITECH

The Meditech Environment requires a fixed IP address that it can transmit the printer data
to.

From the Administration Menu of the HC100 Select TCP/IP Configuration.
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Enter your desired IP address and set protocol to Permanent. Record the IP Address for
later setup in Meditech.

Return to the Admin Page and select the General setup page.
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You can Modify DNS Name on this screen. For ease of maintenance and administration
you can set your DNS Name to the Meditech Print Queue Name.

Once you have configured your printer with a fixed IP Address you are ready to set it up
in Meditech.

From your NPR Reports Menu
Choose “Process” to Print or Edit the Zebra Armband; Choose Option “4. Run” to print.
